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In NYSARH’'s seventh year as a statewide organization
advocating for the heath of rural New Y orkers, our activities began to
expand in accordance with our growing maturity as an organization.

for rural health needs. In addition to an excellent Annual Conference, the Quality Committee held two
Quality Conferences during the past year, one focused on providing quality health care in hospitals, and
the other focused on improving quality in the community setting, through Public Health and Community
Health Centers.
